
Birth to 1 year and 22 pounds (10 kilograms) and walking
Babies must be in a rear-facing seat when in the vehicle. It is the law 
in Alberta. It is safest for babies to stay rear-facing until they are at least one 
year of age and weigh at least 22 pounds (10 kilograms) and are walking.
